1. The controller of your personal data provided by the contractor for the purposes of perappendforming the contract (hereinafter: “Contract”) is the Foundation for Polish Science, with its registered office in Warsaw (02-611) at I. Krasickiego St. 20/22, entered in the National Court Register – the register of associations, other social and professional organisations, foundations and public healthcare institutions, maintained by the District Court for the Capital City of Warsaw, 13th Commercial Division of the National Court Register, under number 0000109744, NIP 526-03-11-952, REGON 012001533.
1. In all matters relating to the processing of personal data and in matters concerning the exercise of rights relating to the processing of personal data, you may contact the Data Protection Officer at the following email address: iodo@fnp.org.pl  
1. The collected data of employees and associates, representatives (proxies), the contact person specified in the Agreement and other persons necessary for the performance of the Agreement, including: first name, surname, position, telephone number and email address, will be processed for purposes related to the performance of the Agreement, in particular reporting, verification of documents relating to expenses incurred in connection with the performance of the Agreement, inspection, audit and archiving, and the performance and settlement of the Agreement.
1. The legal basis for the processing of these individuals’ personal data is the legitimate interest of the Foundation for Polish Science, as referred to in Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR, relating to the performance of the provisions of the Agreement and the pursuit or defence against any claims 
arising therefrom.
1. Data may be disclosed to entities authorised by law, including tax authorities. Data may also be transferred to entities processing personal data on behalf of the Foundation for Polish Science, including, amongst others: those operating IT systems used for the purposes of the Agreement, those conducting audits, and entities commissioned to pursue claims; such entities process data on the basis of a contract with the Foundation for Polish Science and exclusively in accordance with its instructions.
1. The data will be processed for the duration of the Agreement, up to 6 years from the end of the calendar year in which the Agreement was performed, unless a longer processing period is necessary, e.g. due to archiving obligations, the pursuit of claims, the publication of data, other obligations arising from legal provisions, etc.
1. You have the following rights in relation to the Controller: to request access to your personal data, to have it rectified, erased or the processing restricted, and to object to the processing of your personal data. Regarding the exercise of these rights, you may contact the Controller at the email address provided in point 2 above.
1. You have the right to lodge a complaint with the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection or with another supervisory authority, in particular in the Member State of your habitual residence, your place of work or the place where the alleged infringement occurred.
1. Your personal data will not be transferred to a third country.
1. Decisions regarding the personal data being processed will not be made by automated means, and your personal data will not be subject to profiling.
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
